General Information

Join us for Model Horse Fun Day with all proceeds going to the new Bremer County 4H
horse buildings.

Doors open at 8 am. The Fun Show and swap meet will begin at 9 am with a 30-minute
break around 11:30 am for lunch. There are some fast-food restaurants and convenience
stores with food in the area close for drinks or lunch. You can also pack a sack lunch or
small cooler.

Paid registrants will receive an area (about 10 ft by 10 ft) for their models to be
shown, swapped or to sell. Tables will be provided, or you can bring your own or
shelves. Only paid registrants will be able to sell, swap or show models. The
donation/fee for your space to show, swap and sell is $25.00 per person. If you wish
additional space, please add $25.00 per approx. 10x10 ft space. Proceeds (less
expenses) go to the 4H horse building project and 4-H Horse & Pony Fair awards.
Each paid entry will receive their own individual space.

The general public, people interested in watching and learning more
about collecting, family and friends are invited and encouraged to come
at no cost! This is a great way to bring in a new collector and promote our hobby!
They cannot sell or show models however they can buy models, ask questions, and
enjoy! INVITE A GUEST!!!

Fun Day is also a great opportunity to discuss Breyerfest, maybe set up a carpool,
make pick up arrangements for Breyer SR models with those who are doing pickups,
and ask questions for our first time Breyerfest attendees headed to Kentucky this
year.

We will be providing some great information handouts on showing, upcoming
shows, Breyerfest, breed assignments, documentation and lots of great info about
MANY different subjects in our hobby.



FUN MODEL SHOW INFO

We will be having 3 small class lists for only Regular Run Traditional Breyers,
Regular or SR Stablemates and some FUN Classes. These will show on two
tables total. *We will not be having custom, resin or stones at the fun show however lots
of great info on these will be available from fellow judges and showers.

Classes will be for all showers regardless of experience or the depth or rarity of your
collection. This is NOT a NAN qualified show however Fun Day ribbons will be
handed out for each class. Youth, Novice, Intermediate or Veteran Showers will show all
together to help each other and offer great support to old, new or youth showers! We
will have some great veteran judges taking turns and helping showers. There will not be
division or overall champions since this is for fun!

Classes are limited to 2 models per exhibitor.

e Exhibitors are to supply their own tags.

e On one side of the hanging tag, write your horse’s name and your initials. On the
other side of the tag, write your horse’s breed and gender. Each exhibitor will use
their initials on their tags. Reach out with any questions about show tags!

Breyer Mini classes are open to these scale models: Paddock Pals/Lil Bit size,
Stablemates and under. We will allow Regular Run and Special Run Stablemates for
this Fun Show.

Regular Run OF Traditional Breyer (original finish) refers to models that are as-is from
the factory with no modifications. These are for models from retail stores, catalogs, and
widely available. NO special runs or rare models please. Christmas horses will fall under
this regular run category also. We will allow Regular Run Traditional size or Classic
only for this.

Fun Classes will allow regular run or SR models.

*If you are new to showing and not sure what your model is or what to do
before the show, reach out for help!!

Breed cards or information: You are more than welcome to place breed information
next to your model if you would like. This is a learning and fun show, so it is not



required or considered in judging HOWEVER is a great chance to get some feedback
and work on these for the future since this is more important for NAN qualified shows.
GREAT PLACE TO PRACTICE OR SEE OTHER PEOPLES WORK FOR THE FUTURE!

Basic Showing etiquette for ALL shows:
e Place your models on the table and give sufficient space between your model and
others.
¢ Do not move or touch other exhibitor’s models. Respect each other’s property
and their surroundings.
e No “horsin’ around” the “barns” or “rings”. We do not want to bump a table and
have an accident that could be preventable.
e Judge’s opinions are final. Remember that everyone has an opinion and that we
can all have a different opinion.
Common courtesy is required at all times during the show.
No alcohol, no smoking or any other vice allowed on the property.
No firearms are allowed on the property.
Please pick up after yourself. Leave the area as clean as it was when you arrived.
Help each other, and those in need when someone could use a hand!

The
show committee or facility is not responsible.
